On August 21, 1804, in an effort to help avoid frequent disputes regarding possession and rights of Fishing Rooms, Beaches, Flakes and land, Governor Erasmus Gower issued an order directing his Surrogates around the Island of Newfoundland to take an exact account of all Fishing Rooms, Wharves, Beaches, Flakes, etc… within 200 yards from the High Water Mark and register them in a book. The claims of every Merchant, Planter, and Boat Keeper to the land he occupied were to be clearly defined. The transcript is available at:

Seary says French is “a surname of England and Ireland from Old English frenisc, Middle English frenche – French(man)”

He lists the following individuals:

Edward French, of Bay Roberts, 1764, property “possess’d by his Ancestors for upwards of 130 years,” that is, before 1634 (CO 199.18)

John French, of Harbour Grace, 1770, property “in Possession of the Family for upwards of 60 years,” that is, before 1710 (CO 199.18)

John French, of Carbonear, 1784 (CO 199.18)

Edward French, of Port de Grave, 1797 (CO 199.18)

Benjamin French, of Brigus, 1834 (DPHW 34)

Solomon French, of Snow’s Cove, (Port De Grave district), 1851 (DPHW 39)

Place Name: French’s Cove, (Bay Roberts), 47-37, 53-13

Seary also says that the first record of the French name in Newfoundland is “before 1634” (p573).
